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Internationalization and joint ventures

JFLS was classified A by the French governement’s  AERES (Agence pour l’Evaluation de la Recherche et de l’Enseignement Supérieur) (the classification includes  linguistique générale, linguistique cognitive, traitement automatique des langues, linguistique appliquée). This is an excellent result.


On 5 February 2010 a ‘ Journée sur la coopération universitaire franco-britannique’ was organised by Philippe Lane (attaché de coopération universitaire, French Embassy in London) (concerned all disciplines -médecine, écoles de commerce, droit, lettres).  AFLS was represented by D F-B and EL; there was evidence of healthy and lively cooperation, albeit often initiated by individuals rather than institutions. Difficulties are not academic (references are the same on both side of the Channel), but logistic (e.g. accommodation, notably in London) and intercultural (the Fr and UK governments are organised in different ways and their policies are underpinned by different values). Proceedings of the day’s papers to be published by Liverpool University Press.

On 12 February 2010, there was a French Studies day at the British Academy, again organised by Philippe Lane. AFLS was represented by Pierre Larrivée, Florence Myles, Danièle Flamand. French has been losing ground at secondary education level, but research on French in the UK is healthy and lively, and of excellent quality in all domains: literature, history, film, medias, linguistics etc.
